October 07 2005 Santiago 
Hotel Diego de Almagro Airport, standard room with american breakfast buffet. 
1 night, 3 single + 1 double STD room. 
(To catch your transfer to the hotel Diego de Almagro, please go to the counter of TRANS-VIP at the 
airport and mention that you have a booking at the Airport-hotel Diego de Almagro. They will organize 
this transfer for you. For your return-transfer to the airport please talk one day before you leave to the 
receptionist of the hotel to arrange the hour of departure.)

October 08 - 09 2005 Temuco – Pucon  
Upon arrival at the airport of Temuco on Flight LA231 09:45 hrs.  you pick up your car at the desk of 
Hertz Rent a Car. Your destination for today is the town of Pucon. Before you drive on, we can 
recommend you to visit downtown Temuco. Temuco is the cultural centre of the Mapuche Indians. 
Today, the Lake District has almost 3,000 Mapuche reservations, and Temuco is their principal market 
town. Traditional Mapuche Indians sell their fresh produce and handicrafts at Temuco's Mercado 
Municipal and Feria Libre. Continue to Pucón nestled at the Eastern end of the lake, surrounded by 
extensive areas of native forest crossed by rivers and crowned by a rugged geography. The main road 
takes you through the centre of  Pucon.  
Overnight in Hotel Antumalal (standard room).  
 
October 10 - 11 2005 Pucon – Puerto Fuy 
Today you will leave Pucon and drive south towards Puerto Fuy, on Lake Pirihueico. Just a few 
kilometers before Puerto Fuy, you arrive to Neltume.  
Overnight in Hotel Montaña Mágica (standard room). 
 
October 12 - 15 2005  Puerto Fuy – San Martin De Los Andes 
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Today you drive to Puerto Fuy to take the ferry which will take you to Puerto Pirihueico. The 
presentation time at Puerto Fuy is at 12:00 hrs. (half an hour before the departure time: 12:30 hrs.) 
The contrast in landscape and fauna at either side of the Andes is surprising and makes this day a 
very interesting one. You will drive through rolling green farmland, lush native forest dominated by the 
Coigüe tree that at the pass changes in almost a 100% pure Araucaria forest after which it turns rather 
suddenly in the dry and vast scenery of the Pampa. Cross the Argentinean border to arrive at the 
beautiful Lanin National Park.  
Overnight in Hotel La Masia (standard room). 
 
October 16 2005 Balamaceda / Coihaique  
Arrive in Balamceda airport and transfer to the hotel in Coihaique.  LA0271 @1310 
1 night Hotel Belisario Jara, Standard room with Breakfast 
1 night, 3 single + 1 double STD room.

October 17-21 2005  Adventure Route: Skorpios I (5 days)  
Laguna San Rafael from/to Pto Chacabuco(APT Balmaceda)  
 
DAY 17.10  MONDAY COYHAIQUE – SKORPIOS I 
Breakfast at hotel Belisario Jara. You will have to take a taxi from the hotel to the Skorpios office (which 
is about 7 blocks from the hotel Belisario). I will suggest you call skorpios office this morning to verify 
the exact time you have to be at their office, but it will be approximate at 1700. 
Skorpios office telephone: (0056) 2-4771910 or (0056) 2-4771900. 
Skorpios will transfer you to Puerto Chacabuco at 1700-1800 hrs to board Skorpios I and start of 
navigation.(D) 
DAY 18.10 TUESDAY QUITRALCO FJORD 
Anchor at the Quitralco dock, where passengers can enjoy the thermal baths in indoor and/or outdoor 
pools, take excursions in motorboats around  the fjord, trekkings  in the verdant forest or  take 
optional fishing trips (passengers must bring their own fishing equipment). You will enjoy a typical 
Chilean BBQ (B,L,D). 
DAY 19.10  WEDNESDAY QUITRALCO – PUNTA LEOPARDS 
Morning free to enjoy the hot springs. At 14:00 hrs start of navigation through the fjords to Punta 
Leopards, towards the San Rafael Lagoon. (B,L,D) 
DAY 20.10 THURSDAY SAN RAFAEL GLACIER 
At 09:00 hrs. - Entrance into the San Rafael Lagoon by way of the Tempanos River 
Canal, anchor 2 kms. from the Glacier. Take excursions amongst the multicolored ice 
floes in “Hercules” motorboats. The tradition of whisky on millennium old glacial ice. In the afternoon 
the vessel draws in closer to the glacier.  
At 16:30 hrs. Set sail towards Puerto Chacabuco (B,L,D). 
DAY 21.10 FRIDAY SKORPIOS I – AIRPORT BALMACEDA 
07:00 hrs Breakfast and at 08:00 hrs transfer to Balmaceda(B).  LA0074 @ 1200
